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Location of requested investigation: 2nd street NE from R street to Rhode Island Avenue
and 3rd street NE from R street to Rhode Island
Avenue.

Safety concerns: Our concerns include vehicle, pedestrian and bike safety along

both corridors. Both streets are one-way facilities with
unprotected bike lanes that see a lot of high-speed cut-through
traffic that is encouraged by the lack of all-way stop signs at
most intersections along each corridor.

2nd street directly abuts a school campus. Drives at T street
and R street often fail to stop for pedestrians or for bike traffic.

The 2nd and 3rd street crossings of Rhode Island Avenue are
not signalized and are extremely dangerous to cross.
Residents specifically mentioned that the lack of safe passage
here is an obstacle to using the buses that serve Rhode Island
Avenue.

Collectively, 2nd and 3rd streets have seen 29 crashes in the
last three years.

Days and time when safety concerns

Crash data we obtained from DDOT indicates that
are the worst:

safety issues exist at all hours of the day and in all
conditions; however, the AM and PM peak weekday
hours are particularly dangerous; however, there have
also been crashes on the weekend.

Describe neighborhood uses: .
& School zone, recreation center, park. These uses were

recognized in DDOT's 2013 Mid-City East livability
study.
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Describe multi-modal facilities: There are sidewalks and unprotected bike facilities. The P6
bus uses 2nd street and 3rd street between T and R streets.
Portions of both streets are near the NoMa and Rhode Island
Avenue Metrorail stops.

As previously mentioned, the lack of safe crossings of Rhode
Island Avenue on both 2nd and 3rd streets is an enormous
obstacle to use of Metrobus.

Vehicle types: Commuter traffic is a concern, but so too is school

traffic and truck traffic.

Have you previously contacted DDOT

about your concerns? Yes. Local residents and the civic association

previously requested an all-way stop sign at 3rd and V
streets NE. DDOT has filed an NOI to install stop signs
at the intersection; however, similar treatment is not in

the works for other intersections on the corridor.

This request is made on behalf of the Eckington Civic Association, which conducted a
neighborhood-wide traffic safety survey in May 2019 and approved this and other
requests in June 2019.
