	Location of requested investigation: The entire corridors of Harry Thomas Way and Eckington Place including the intersection where the two streets meet. 
	Safety concerns: Our concerns include vehicle, bike, and pedestrian safety. Pedestrian safety concerns are focused on the use of these facilities by children and families walking to Langley Elementary School, McKinley Technology High School, and the incoming Alethia Tanner Park. Vehicle and pedestrian concerns include high vehicle speeds, the lack of all-ways stop signs at critical intersections along the corridor including at Eckington Place and Quincy Place, Harry Thomas Way and Eckington Place, and Harry Thomas Way and Quincy Place. These intersections will become more important in the next two years as Quincy Place becomes a major east-west pedestrian route to Alethia Tanner Park. Bicycle safety concerns include the lack of protected facilities along both Harry Thomas Way and Eckington Place. 

Both rights of way are unusually large because at one point in our history, they served streetcars. The wide streets encoruage high vehicle speeds and make the streetscape less hospitable to pedestrians because crossings are unusually wide and some intersections lack stop signs and crosswalks.

Private construction of two major projects on Eckington Place and Harry Thomas Way present an opportunity to leverage developer-funded improvements for safety improvements. 
	Days and time when safety concerns are the worst: The safety concerns are worst when traffic is light, because drivers are more likely to treat both streets as racetracks. 
	Existing traffic calming features: No. 
	Describe neighborhood uses: School zone and recreation center (Alethia Tanner Park is scheduled for completion in December 2019). There is a coffee shop at the intersection of Eckington Place and Harry Thomas Way. There will be additional retail on both corridors when construction is completed in 2021.
	Describe multi-modal facilities: Both streets see heavy use for pedestrian traffic to the NoMa metro station, which is under a half mile away. That use will increase substantially when improvements to the MBT are completed in the winter of 2019-2020 and individuals begin occupying thousands of units that are currently under construction. Both streets have unprotected bike lanes that could be converted to protected facilities. 
	Vehicle types: There is a high volume of commuter traffic, especially in the morning hours. Drivers use 2nd Street NE and Eckington Place as a cut through from Rhode Island Avenue to Dave Thomas Circle. There is also a high volume of trucks, many of which come from the FedEx facility on Eckington Place. 

There is nearby construction, but this traffic safety request was not prompted by it. The private construction involves safe accommodations that have temporary narrowed both roads, which presents DDOT both with an opportunity to assess traffic impacts and potentially to use developer-funded streetscape enhancements to advance safety goals. 
	Have you previously contacted DDOT?: We have not. 
	Any other information you would like to share?: This request is made on behalf of the Eckington Civic Association, which conducted a neighborhood-wide traffic safety survey in May 2019 and approved this and other requests in June 2019.
