Florida Avenue between R street NW and 3rd street
NE

Safety concerns:

This request relates to pedestrian, vehicle, and bicycle safety.

A pedestrian was killed by a vehicle at the intersection of Florida Avenue and North Capitol Street in early 2019.
Both Florida Avenue and North Capitol street widen at the approach to the intersection, which encourages
drivers to make turns at high speeds. There are also slip lanes on two sides of the intersection that further
encourage dangerous driver behavior. Other pedestrain crossings of Florida avenue are inadequate and
dangerous, most notably at the intersections of Florida and Quincy Place, Q street, and across from the new
"Lexicon" apartment building. These crossings only feature crosswalks and a "stop for pedestrian” sign that is
ignored by drivers or worse--heeded to by a driver in one lane and ignored by a driver in another.

The sidewalks on both sides of Florida Avenue between Q street NW and Dave Thomas Circle are too small
and inaccessible to individuals with disabilities. The sidewalks on both sides of Florida Avenue where the street
crosses under the Amtrak, Red line, and MBT are also dangerously narrow and inaccessible. The north
sidewalk is particularly important to local residents who are walking between Eckington and Union Market.
Because the tracks serve as a barrier to east/west pedestrian traffic, this sidewalk is the most convenient route.
Local residents walk their children on this route to the Two Rivers PCS School that is located at 4th street and
Florida Avenue NE.

There is no safe, low-stress bike route between the proposed Florida Ave NE cycletrack and/or the Metropolitan
branch trail and the critical east/west bike lanes on Q and R streets NW. Continuing a cycletrack across Dave
Thomas Circle and at least as far as Q and R streets is the best way to connect the low-stress bike network.
Currently, both the Q and R street lanes end at Florida Avenue NW, which results in cyclists having to navigate
a series of unsafe intersections that are the subject of separate safety requests by the ECA.

Finally, vehicles on this stretch of Florida Avenue are driven at unsafe speeds. That is already the case where
Florida Avenue has four vehicle lanes to the west of Q street. Inexplicably, the road widens to five lanes east of
Q street.

Days and time when safety concerns
are the worst:

Florida Avenue is dangerous at all times for
pedestrians and cyclists. Vehicle behavior is most
dangerous at low volumes, when the wide streets
encourage speeding.
