Street NE, including the intersections of Lincoln Road
and Q street, Quincy Place, R Street, Randolph Place,
S Street, Seaton Place, T Street, Todd Place, U
Street, Rhode Island Avenue, and V Street NE.

Safety concerns: Our concerns include vehicle, pedestrian and bike safety along

the entire corridor. Pedestrian safety concerns include a
particularly vulnerable population--children and families walking
to Langley Elementary School, McKinley Technology High
School, Harry Thomas Recreation Center, and Harry Thomas
Pool. High vehicle speeds, the lack of bike facilities, and the lack
of all-way stop signs at most of the intersections on the corridor
increase safety risks for all users.

The request includes considering the addition of a two-way
on-street cycletrack to connect to the cycletrack DDOT is
studying on Lincoln Road in Edgewood.

While the Traffic calming measures DDOT has already
implemented at Quincy Place and Lincoln Road have resulted in
some improvements, further improvements are needed,
including the addition of missing crosswalks, and the slowing of
traffic coming off of North Capitol Street at Q street.

Days and time when safety concerns

Crash data we obtained from DDOT indicates that
are the worst:

safety issues exist at all hours of the day and in all
conditions.

Are there existing traffic calming

features on the block? There are rumble strips on one section of Lincoln

Road and the first second of Lincoln road has been
converted to one-way; however, these features have
not been sufficient to calm traffic.

Describe neighborhood uses: . .
School zone, recreation center, communlty center,

pool center. These uses were recognized in DDOT's
2013 Mid-City East livability study.
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Describe multi-modal facilities: There are sidewalks but no bike facilities. There are
P6 bus stops at the intersection of Lincoln Rd. and R
street. There are nearby Metrobus stops on North
Capitol street and Rhode Island Avenue. Users of
those bus stops often navigate Lincoln Rd. on their
way to or from those bus stops.

Vehicle types: Lincoln Rd. is used as a cut-through street to avoid

traffic on North Capitol Street. There are some trucks
but not usually buses. High-speed passenger car
traffic is the main issue.

Have you previously contacted DDOT

about your concerns? Yes. The Civic Association previously worked with

DDOT about traffic calming at Lincoln Rd. and North
Capitol Streets.

This request is made on behalf of the Eckington Civic Association, which conducted a
neighborhood-wide traffic safety survey in May 2019 and approved this and other
requests in June 2019.
