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Location of requested investigation: R street from Florida Avenue to the Metropolitan
branch trail

Safety concerns: Our concerns include vehicle, pedestrian and bicycle safety along this corridor.

R street is one of the most important east/west bike routes that connects Eckington and the
Metropolitan Branch trail to destinations in Bloomingdale, Shaw, and beyond. Unfortunately, several of
the intersections along this route are obstacles to safe walking and cycling. Inexplicably, the R and Q
street bike lanes dead-end at Florida, leaving a multi-block gap in the bike lane network. The ECA is
separately requesting that DDOT explore installing a cycletrack on Florida Avenue NE and NW to fill
this gap. The only safe alternative would be to replace a lane of parking on R and/or Q streets with a
cycletrack or other protected facility.

R street NW at Florida and 1st is already the subject of a vision zero request.

R street and North Capitol street has been the site of several violent crashes this year. DDOT data
shows that between 2016 and 2018, there were at least 3 crashes involving cyclists. The short light
heading eastbound on R street across Lincoln Rd. also encourages dangerous driver and cyclist
behavior. DDOT should study whether westbound traffic on R needs a dedicated left turn interval on to
Lincoln Road (which encourages non-local use of Lincoln Rd--the subject of a separate ECA request).

The intersection of R and Eckington Place is extremely wide and inhospitable to pedestrians,
especially those who are walking to the McKinley Tech entrance to the north of the intersection. Curb
bulb-outs on all sides of this intersection would be very welcome here.

The intersection of R street and 2nd street NE presents different risks for cyclists and pedestrians.
Drivers travel down 2nd street at speed because it lacks stop signs between T street and R street NE
and then fail to stop at R street. Because R street features a contraflow one-way bike lane, drivers
often fail to yield to cyclists. DDOT has already placed multiple signs at this intersection to little effect.
